School Systems and Processes



School Approaches
A positive school tone of care, respect and discipline

A safe and health-promoting school

A vibrant and stimulating learning environment



For parents who drive to the school:

• Do not speed.

• Avoid overtaking in the single-lane roads outside the school.

• (Arrival) Do not let your child alight from the right side of the 
vehicle. Let your child alight from the left side of the vehicle 
into foyer or walkway.

• (Arrival) Let your child alight independently with his/her school 
bag. 

• (Arrival) After dropping off your child, consider turning left 
when exiting the school gate.

Road Safety
Observations and Reminders



For parents who drive to the school:

• (Dismissal) Stop your vehicle as close as possible to the side of 
the road. Do not block the road, especially for Bus Service 904.

• (Dismissal) Stay close to your vehicle after stopping, so as to 
respond swiftly to any situation.

Observations and Reminders



For the parent-cyclists:

• Do not cycle to the foyer area.

• Dismount safely once you enter the gate and 
push your bicycle while in the school premises. 

Road Safety
Observations and Reminders



For the parent-pedestrians:

• Always use the pedestrian crossings outside 
the school. Do not jay-walk! 

• Do not wait opposite the school and wave to 
your child to cross the road on his/her own. 

• Always role-model safe practices on the road.

Observations and Reminders



School-Based Health Screening 
and Immunisation Exercise

• Confirmed dates (likely in SemTwo, 2018) will be made known.
• Consent forms will be issued before the exercise.
• Get ready the child’s Health Bookletwith the Immunisation 

Records. If these cannot be found, please visit the Polyclinic to 
purchase a new Health Booklet and get a copy of the 
immunisation records.



Raising Healthy Children Together
Canteen Management
• 7 Food Stalls (Chinese Noodles, Chicken Rice, Malay Rice, Malay 

Noodles, Western Food, Korean Food and Dim Sum)
• HPB’s Healthy Eating in Schools Programmes (HESP)

Eating Well
• Ensure that your child has a good breakfastat home or in the 

school canteen before the start of the school day.
• Remind your child to eat during recess, such that this will be the 

second meal of the day.
• Provide your child with a snack for snack breakevery school day.



Drinking of Plain Water in School
• There is no drinks stall in the school canteen.

• Remind your child to bring his/her water bottle to school 
every day. 

• Remind your child to refill his/her water bottle at the water 
coolers in the school. 

• Remind your child not to drink directly from the water 
coolers.

Raising Healthy Children Together



• If you allow your child to use the School Smart Card to 
purchase food from the school canteen at a later juncture:
o Remember to top up the EZ-Link Card regularly.
o Give your child a small amount of cash for times when the money 

in the EZ-Link Card is used up or when there are technical issues 
with the e-system.

EZ-Link Card



• Pupils are to be in school latest by 7.45am.

• Do not allow your child to miss school.

• Absence from school must be covered by a Medical 
Certificate (MC) or a relevant supporting document (VR). 
Otherwise, the child will be considered absent without 
any reason (AB). 

Punctuality and Attendance



• A pupil who is ill should not be in school for assessments. 
He/Sheshould see a doctor and rest at home for the full 
duration stated in the Medical Certificate (MC). 

• If a pupil has fever or is visibly unwell, he/she will not be 
allowed to sit the assessment and his/her parents will be 
contacted to take him/her home.

Attendance on Assessment Days



• If a pupil is absent for an assessment because of illness (e.g. 
fever, flu, headache, stomachacheand diarrhoea), he/she 
needs to submit aMedical Certificate (MC). With the MC, the 
pupil will not get a '0' for the assessment and his/her 
overallmarks will be pro-rated accordingly. 

• There will be no make-up or resit for written and listening 
assessments.

• For oral assessment, a resit can be done within 3 school days 
after the actual assessment date.

Attendance on Assessment Days



Some Highlights

• Only white shoes and white socks are allowed.

• Girls who keep long hair should have their hair tied or 
plaited neatly. Only plain black or dark blue ribbons, hair 
clips and hair bands can be used. 

• Pupils are not allowed to wear jewellery and other 
adornments. Only girls are allowed to wear small ear 
studs. Multiple ear studs on one ear are not allowed.

Supporting Your Child
Working with the School



Always approach the Form Teacher.

#1 Rule



• Check the Pupil’s Handbook daily for homework assignments and 
messages from the teachers. Acknowledge by signing in the 
Handbook.

• Check the school bag daily for homework assignments, work sent 
back for checking and signing, and letters/notices from the school.

• Ensure a manageable school bag by reminding your child to pack 
only the necessary materials.

Supporting Your Child
Managing the Academic Workload



• Do not let your child bring expensive items to school.

• Do not give your child too much pocket money. He/Shemay 
spend it on stationery.

• Do not allow your child to bring toys, trading cards or 
electronic games to school (unless for an official learning or 
assessment activity).

Supporting Your Child
Cultivating a Culture of Simplicity 



• Teach your child to be independent.
o Packing his/her own bag
o Dressing himself/herself
o Drinking enough water during the 

school day
o Eating well during recess
o Regulating toilet habits
o Highlighting letters/messages from 

the school/teachers
o Showing your note in the Pupil’s 

Handbook to the teacher
o Alighting with bag from vehicle 
o Approaching the teachers or the 

General Office immediately if 
he/she loses something or needs 
help.

Supporting Your Child
Developing Independence



• Don’t send your child’s 
items to school, when 
he/she forgets them.

• Don’t do your child’s 
work for him/her.

• Don’t send lunch-boxes 
to school for your child. 

Supporting Your Child
Developing Independence



• Unintentional gestures/movements
• Rough play or behaviour
• Name-calling and teasing
• Queue-jumping
• Broken or spoilt items
• Loss of items
• Exchange of items in school
• Taking things without permission
• Accidental marker-marks
• Disorderly behaviouron the school bus

ADVISORY TO PARENTS: Should there be a disagreement between 
your child and another pupil, do not approach or confront the 

other child or the parent. Bring it to the attention of your child’s 
Form Teacher and the school will look into the matter.

Common Issues with Children



Ensure your child’s daily and regular attendance in school 
throughout the year.

When your child needs to be away from school for reasons 
known in advance …
• Submit a letter at least one week in advance to the Form Teacher, 

stating the reason for the absence and the period of absence.

• The school will issue an acknowledgement memo.

When your child is absent from school for two days or more …
• Contact the General Office to leave a message for the Form Teacher.

Working with the School
Regular Attendance



Share information with the school.
• Medical Records
• Doctor’s Report
• Legal Court Documents

Make sure that your child brings to school the prescribed 
medication for the specific medical condition.
• Please note that the school is not allowed to administer 

medication to your child. The school staff can help to 
supervise your child while he/she is taking the prescribed 
medication independently.

Working with the School
Regular Attendance



1. Pupil’s Handbook

2. Email

3. Telephone Conversation: Contact the General Office and 
leave a message and contact number for the teacher.

4. Meeting: Make an appointment in advance to meet with 
the teacher in the afternoon after curriculum hours. 

Parent -Teacher Communication



• The teacher is not required to release his/her personal 
handphonenumber.

• The teacher may or may not use Class Dojo or other 
technologies.

Parent -Teacher Communication



• Letters to Parents: Ask your child if there are letters/notes 
from the teacher or the school. If need be, check your child’s 
bag or file.

• SNAC Notifications
• Facebook Page: Check the school’s Facebook page for 

announcements.
• School Website: Check the school’s website for letters issued.

Home-School Communication



• The page features photographs, 
celebrating pupils and their learning 
and growth.

• Parents who do not want their child 
to be featured must let the school 
know through the child’s Form 
Teacher.

• For urgent matters, contact the 
school’s General Office at 63654490 
instead of leaving a 
comment/message on the Facebook 
page.

• If you leave a comment/message on 
the Facebook page, do not expect an 
immediate response.
